IMPORTANT NOTICE

Upon arrival, please wait to be parked by the parking attendant, who will also provide you with your
numbers.

Please make sure you bring plenty of water (and buckets) for horse and rider. A water supply will be
available to top up buckets. We ask please that you do not allow your horse to drink from any of the
troughs. Horses can be tied up outside trailers & wagons.

Warm up will be in the outdoor arena. Given the weather conditions, please consider keeping your warm
up to a minimum. Both double doors will be left open in the indoor arena (where the competition will be
held) to increase ventilation and help keep it cooler. Competitors are welcome to wait in the indoor arena
ahead of their classes.

Riders may compete without jackets, but shoulders must be covered please.

SHOW RULES in line with those of STARS championships
1. No horse /pony/rider can compete at STARS if they have qualified HOYS in the current year.

2. No horse/pony that has been placed in the top 5 at the RIHS in the current year can compete at STARS.
Riders can compete on another horse/pony.

3. No professional producers can compete, or any horse or pony that is in production on a professional
showing yard.

4. Any stallions must be ridden/handled by a competent person with a minimum age of 14 years.

5. Full and correct attire must be worn by all competitors and their grooms. All riders must wear correctly
fitting headgear to PAS015 or higher whilst mounted anywhere on the showground. Junior members are
also compelled to wear them when competing in hand.

6. Ages of horse/pony will be 1st of January in the current year.
7. Spurs are permitted for senior riders only (aged over 18 years).

8. Excessive use of whips is forbidden and will result in disqualification. Whips must be of regulation
length.

9. The ruling of Judges/Officials is Final.
