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Code of Conduct
· Keep yourself safe.
· Report and concerns you have about safeguarding, poor practice, conduct etc to the appropriate person/coach.
· Be friendly, supportive and show respect to fellow riders, coaches and volunteers.
· Be kind and considerate, showing respect to your horse/pony.
· Participate fairly and be trustworthy.
· Be respectful to the coach, listening to their advice/directions.
· Politely discuss any queries with the coach and listen to their explanation.
· Abide by the rules set by the venue and coach.
· No rude or aggressive language or violent behaviour will be tolerated.
· No bullying, discrimination or peer pressure will be tolerated either at sessions or on social media.
· Do not criticise coaches or fellow riders in person or on social media or via text/email.
· Do not take photos or video other riders without their consent.
· It is unacceptable to video or photograph an injured person.
Parents/Carers
· Keep yourself safe.
· Be aware of your safeguarding responsibilities.
· Report and concerns about safeguarding poor practice.
· Be a positive role model for your child and show an interest in their chosen activity.
· Be friendly, supportive and show respect to other riders, parents/carers, coach and volunteers.
· Ensure your child understands the code of conduct.
· Always conduct yourself in an appropriate manner, either face to face or on social media.
· Show respect to the horses/ponies and appropriate care for them at all times.
· Promote the physical and emotional wellbeing of your child, other riders and horses/ponies.
· Praise all riders equally and do not show unsportsmanlike behaviour.
· Encourage your child to demonstrate good sportsmanship.
· Show your child that taking part, learning and enjoying themselves is most important.
· Do not belittle or punish your child for making mistakes.
· Do not push your child to do something they don’t want to do, instead support what they do want to do.
· Refrain from being rude, using foul or abusive language, or being violent or aggressive.
· Respect the property and equipment being used.
· Refrain from interfering or undermining the authority of the coach. Instead politely discuss any issues at an appropriate time.
· Always remember that sessions are intended to be safe and fun to benefit the riders and not necessarily the parent/carer.

Correct PPE
· All riders should ensure that they wear correctly fitting riding hats that meet current safety standards.
· Correctly fitting skull caps and back protectors that meet current safety standards are compulsory for Cross Country.
· It is advisable that under 18’s wear correctly fitted back protectors to the current safety standard for all jumping.
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
